God’s Always Working
 

What is God up to? Sure, he created the world, and yes, one day he will judge everyone in it. But what about right now? What’s he doing? 

 

Some see God as a kind of celestial, heavyset King, seated on a golden throne, far off in the heavens. Others imagine him as a disinterested “absentee landlord”—you won’t ever hear from him unless you fail to “pay your (moral) bill.” 

 

Are those images true? Did God just set the world in motion and then fade into the background? Not if you believe the Bible! 

· The writer of Hebrews claimed: “He sustains the universe by the mighty power of his command” (Hebrews 1:3 New Living Translation).

· Daniel the prophet exclaimed: “Praise the name of God forever and ever. . . . He determines the course of world events; he removes kings and sets others on the throne. He gives wisdom to the wise and knowledge to the scholars (Daniel 2:20-21 New Living Translation).

· The apostle Paul declared: “He has shown kindness by giving you rain from heaven and crops in their seasons; he provides you with plenty of food and fills your hearts with joy” (Acts 14:17).

· And Jesus, lest we believe God is only concerned with really “big events,” said: “Are not two sparrows sold for a penny? Yet not one of them will fall to the ground apart from the will of your Father” (Matthew 10:29).

· In another place Jesus said: “My Father never stops working, so why should I?” (John 5:17 New Living Translation).

Even when we can’t see him working, even when situations seem bleak, the testimony of Scripture is clear: God is busy, actively involved in the affairs of the world and the events of our lives.
