It is certainly appropriate to display it on the walls of our schools. If God offends you, then I suggest you consider another part of the world as your new home, because God is part of our culture.' 
 
'We will accept your beliefs, and will not question why.  All we ask is that you accept ours, and live in harmony and peaceful enjoyment with us.' 
 
'This is OUR COUNTRY, OUR LAND, and OUR LIFESTYLE, and we will allow you every opportunity to enjoy all this. We didn't force you to come here. You asked to be here. So accept the country YOU accepted.'

*This story was a reminder that we need to hold to certain principles, no matter how unpopular they may be.  The Bible has something to say about training and becoming a disciple.  A lot of people go to church, but not many people are disciples of Jesus Christ.  A lot of people do not want to train.  But for those who are willing to make that sacrifice to train hard, we have Doulos Discipleship.  We will not force people to do Doulos Discipleship.  It is voluntary.  But those who do, will be expected to work hard.  First let’s see what the Bible has to say:  
1CO 9:24 Do you not know that in a race all the runners run, but only one gets the prize? Run in such a way as to get the prize. 25 Everyone who competes in the games goes into strict training. They do it to get a crown that will not last; but we do it to get a crown that will last forever. 26 Therefore I do not run like a man running aimlessly; I do not fight like a man beating the air. 27 No, I beat my body and make it my slave so that after I have preached to others, I myself will not be disqualified for the prize.

EPH 6:4 Fathers, do not exasperate your children; instead, bring them up in the training and instruction of the Lord.

1TIM 4:7 Have nothing to do with godless myths and old wives' tales; rather, train yourself to be godly. 8 For physical training is of some value, but godliness has value for all things, holding promise for both the present life and the life to come.

2TIM 3:16 All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful for teaching, rebuking, correcting and training in righteousness, 17 so that the man of God may be thoroughly equipped for every good work.

PR 22:6 Train a child in the way he should go, and when he is old he will not turn from it.

5.  Will you be F.A.T.(Faithful, Available, Teachable)?  

Faithful:  1. strict or thorough in the performance of duty: a faithful worker. 2. true to one's word, promises, vows, etc. 3. steady in allegiance or affection;   loyal; constant: faithful friends. 4. reliable, trusted, or believed. 5. adhering or true to fact, a standard, or an original; accurate: a faithful account; a faithful copy.   
(Conducting ourselves in a manner worthy of our Calling in Jesus Christ as a Christian representative in this world.  Continual striving to grow in maturity.  Growing in the Word.  Compassionate.  Accountable.  Try to understand others.  Empathetic. Thankful.  Prayerful.  Reliable.)


Available: 1. suitable or ready for use; of use or service; at hand: I used whatever tools were available.  Makes the time for themselves, as well as for the benefit of the other brothers and sisters.  
(Committed. Punctual.  Present at the moment and politely giving attention.  Hebrews 10:23-25, Proverbs 27:17)


Teachable:  1. capable of being instructed or taught (having the right attitude, enthusiasm, self-controlled,  focus, posture, alertness, engaging wholeheartedly, diligent, repentant when we fail, practice what is learned, think of  long term effects )

6.  Will you train daily?  (Qt and journal s.o.a.p.y., BMV study and review, pray for others and 2+ people)
7.  Will you be committed and take seriously the study of our faith as summarized by the Westminster Shorter Catechism (this will be homework)?

8.  Will you be a model and example to those around you, of a person who loves God and his neighbor, in his/her thoughts, words, and deeds (this means in your family, social/drama, academic, virtual [online],and inner life).  These student servant leaders will be expected to know our activities and participate in them with the proper attitude?

9.  Will you commit to solving your problems with what the Bible says?

10.  It will be assumed that students will commit to being F.A.T.  Faithful in doing what is expected in Doulos Discipleship.  Available in attendance and all meetings (in other words, this will be a priority and other things will schedule around Doulos Discipleship activities) [*sometimes there are emergencies or illnesses, these will be excused, however, homework/test the day are not; students must schedule in their studies beforehand Teachable in attitude and a willingness to learn with diligence and hard effort habits.
11.  PC will commit to his time, energy and resources to the best possible for Wednesday Discipleship.  There is a limited amount of time.  This is not baby sitting, and PC cannot spend his time with behavior issues or reminding students to pay attention over and over again.  We do not want another student to be a distraction to others, nor do we want to be a discouragement to someone who doesn’t want to be there.  

CONSEQUENCES:  Therefore, if a student’s real heart attitude is not being F.A.T. in any situation, they will be warned up to 3 times for a possible temporary time period (to return, they will write a 5 paragraph essay of repentance, what is going on in their heart (the attitude), why it is harmful, what they will do differently, and why they want to continue in discipleship.  Parents will counsel with their child and sign the essay.  

If it happens again, they will be asked to leave for the quarter.  If it happens during multiple quarters, it will be suggested that students not reapply for another year.
